9. Calls upon donors that have not yet converted their budggipsut
pledges into disbursements to transfer funds as s® possible, encourages all
donors to increase their direct assistance to #éled®inian Authority in accordance
with its government programme in order to enabletdt build a viable and
prosperous Palestinian State, underlines the neededuitable burden-sharing by
donors in this effort, and encourages donors tosimer aligning funding cycles
with the Palestinian Authority’s national budgettsy,

10. Calls upon relevant organizations and agencies of the Unitedions
system to intensify their assistance in respongéourgent needs of the Palestinian
people in accordance with priorities set forth hg Palestinian side;

11. Expresses its appreciation for the work of the United Nations Relief and
Works Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Neait,EBl®d recognizes the vital role
of the Agency in providing humanitarian assistanoe the Palestinian people,
particularly in the Gaza Strip;

12. Calls upon the international community to provide urgentlyeded
assistance and services in an effort to alleviaee difficult humanitarian situation
being faced by Palestinian women, children andrtli@milies and to help in the
reconstruction and development of relevant Paléstiinstitutions;

13. Sresses the role that all funding instruments, includiniget European
Commission’s Palestinian-European Mechanism for thdanagement of
Socioeconomic Aid and the World Bank trust fundyéaeen playing in directly
assisting the Palestinian people;
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14. Urges Member States to open their markets to exportdalfestinian
products on the most favourable terms, consisteitlh wppropriate trading rules,
and to implement fully existing trade and cooperatagreements;

15. Callsupon the international donor community to expedite tledivery of
pledged assistance to the Palestinian people td the# urgent needs;

16. Sresses, in this context, the importance of ensuring fi@emanitarian
access to the Palestinian people and the free meneof persons and goods;

17. Also stresses the need for the full implementation by both pastiof the
Agreement on Movement and Access and of the Agreedciples for the Rafah
Crossing, of 15 November 2005, to allow for theeflem of movement of the
Palestinian civilian population, as well as for iongs and exports, within and into
and out of the Gaza Strip;

18. Further stresses the need to ensure the safety and security of
humanitarian personnel, premises, facilities, emépt, vehicles and supplies, as
well as the need to ensure safe and unhinderedsadog humanitarian personnel
and the delivery of supplies and equipment, in ortte allow such personnel to
efficiently perform their task of assisting affedteivilian populations;

19. Urges the international donor community, United Natiomgencies and
organizations and non-governmental organizationsextend to the Palestinian
people, as rapidly as possible, emergency econasgistance and humanitarian
assistance, particularly in the Gaza Strip, to ¢euthe impact of the current crisis;

20. Sresses the need for the continued implementation of tlei$ Protocol
on Economic Relations of 29 April 1994, fifth annea the Israeli-Palestinian
Interim Agreement on the West Bank and the Gaz@ Stigned in Washington,
D.C., on 28 September 199%ncluding with regard to the full, prompt and régu
transfer of Palestinian indirect tax revenues;

21. Requests the Secretary-General to submit a report to theneda
Assembly at its sixty-ninth session, through theol@mic and Social Council, on
the implementation of the present resolution, coritay:

(b) An assessment of the needs still unmet and sigegfoposals for
responding effectively to them;
